Results of Paris Cinema 2007

The 5th edition of the Paris Cinema festival, presided over by Charlotte Rampling and supported by the Paris City Hall has come to an end after 11 days of films and special events. During this time, 297 screenings and 56 other events took place in 29 different locations throughout the city and its close suburbs.
The Paris Cinema 2007 Film Festival was a great success, counting 66000 spectators 
The average number of spectators per screening was doubled compared to 2006 (+113%), while the festival was 4 days shorter and the numbers of films and screenings were reduced by 40%. The programme directors had indeed deliberately made these changes in the festival in order to avoid confusion around the editorial line. The excellent increase in visits (+75%) shows how our team was able to adapt the programmes to the audience’s expectations and tastes.
The festival showed 247 films from 35 different countries. In order to give the Parisian audience an opportunity  to become acquainted with these international productions, Paris Cinema welcomed 150 personalities of French and International cinema, among whom: Sandrine Bonnaire, Francesco Rosi,  Robin Wright Penn, Christopher Doyle, Pierre Etaix, Yasmin Ahmad, Danielle Arbid, Valeria Bruni Tedeschi, Joana Hadjithomas, Catherine Jacob, Nadine Labaki, Isild Le Besco, Kim Massee, Dominique Sanda, Céline Sciamma, Jean-Jacques Beineix, Alain Corneau, Ron Havilio, Khalil Joreige, Patrice Leconte, Zhang Lu, Jeff Nichols, John Nollet, Waël Noureddine, Adrian Sitaru, Jeff Stanzler, Ognjen Svilicic…
Thanks to a reduced price ticket (4 € per show), different audiences were able to access different programmes: the Paris Cinema official Selection, the tributes to Sandrine Bonnaire and Fransesco Rosi, the Lubitsch concert screenings, the events for children and the programme dedicated to Lebanon, the country the festival chose to put in the limelight for this 5th edition… To the point that additional screenings had to be organized in order to respond to the audience’s demand.
And for the first time, Paris Cinema was offering a Cinepass – the audience enthusiastically adopted this formula (20€ for as many films as wanted). 1300 passes were sold, starting in the first days of the festival.
As in the past years, public and professional audiences were enthused and took part in this cinematographic event that can now be acknowledged as one of the principal Parisian cultural manifestations of the early summer.
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
